The meeting was called to order by Council President Barb Daus.
A request was made to include approval of the meeting minutes as part of future agendas.

Community Survey/Public Input Discussion
Marissa Dolin from SWWRPC provided an overview of the survey that was conducted for the Grant County comprehensive plan.  She summarized the results that had been disaggregated and that were provided by the residents of the City and Town of Platteville.
The Committee reviewed the results of the Town of Platteville survey that was conducted in 2000 as part of the process to create the current City & Town of Platteville plan.

The Committee discussed the need to do a new survey of residents to provide input on the various topics that will be covered in the plan.  At this time there is no consensus in favor or against the idea of conducting a survey.  Generally, the Township representatives are comfortable with the survey results that we already have, but some of the community partners that were not involved in the last planning process would like additional information and community input.

The Committee discussed the need to obtain community input, and briefly talked about other ways of obtaining this information.

Comprehensive Plan Information Discussion
Marissa Dolin from SWWRPC presented a map that she created that identified the areas that have been annexed to the City since the existing plan was adopted.  This map was created to address a question that was asked at the last meeting regarding the development that has taken place and the need to update the plan data and information.
The Committee discussed the Sewer Service Area boundary, which was identified on the same map.  This boundary need s to be updated to correspond with the growth that is occurring, but this updated needs to correspond with the update land use map that will be created in this plan update.  It was agreed that having one map that included the SSA boundary, the ET zoning area, the ET plat review area, and the current City boundary would be helpful as we move forward in the plan update process.

The Committee reviewed the tables in the plan document that can be updated, and which tables are dependent on the next census update.  SWWRPC has already updated some of the tables that are in the plan.  It was agreed that adding information to the tables that identified a % increase for some of the categories would be helpful.

Cheryl MacDowell provided an overview of the process that was used during the My Community – My Vision process.  She also reviewed the Big Ideas list, and provided information regarding the status of the implementation of these ideas.

The Committee listened to and discussed reviews of comprehensive plans from other communities.  The following plans were reviewed, which included a description of what information was interesting, helpful, or relevant to our process:

The Committee discussed conducting some visioning exercises or going through some other visioning process.  There was also another discussion regarding the need to obtain community input, through a survey, public meetings, or some other process.  Some Committee members volunteered to develop a public participation plan as a subgroup, and then report back to the main Committee.

· Review the vision statements and goals/objectives for each plan element

· Discuss the public participation plan and visioning activities

· Discuss process/items for future meetings.
