The meeting was called to order by Council President Barb Daus

Introductions
All attendees introduced themselves and indicated what agency/community partner they represented, and if they were involved in the process for adopting the 2003 plan.  The majority of the attendees were not involved in the 2003 planning process.  Those involved included Steve Becker, Tom Weigel, Skip Stone, Dale Hood.
Review Committee Charge/Duties

Barb Daus led the committee discussion regarding the need for the plan review and update, and the role and duties of the committee in this process.  She summarized the changes that have occurred in the community over the past five years that result in the need to update the plan.
Review Adopted 2003-2007 Action Plan

Joe Carroll provided a status update on the action items that were included in the 2003 plan, with comments provided by committee members.
Review Adopted Visions Statements, Goals & Objectives

A preliminary review was made of the overall vision statement:

In 2021, the Platteville community will continue to provide and maintain a safe, small town atmosphere and a scenic rural environment.  The community will respect and preserve its historic origins and agricultural heritage, while promoting planned growth, affordable housing, economic development, and diverse recreational, cultural, and educational opportunities for all ages.

There was some discussion of the definition of ‘small town atmosphere’ and ‘scenic rural environment.’ 

The committee discussed the procedural options for reviewing the 7 key vision areas of the plan and the goals that were adopted for each of the vision areas.  There was a discussion regarding the desire and need to perform a community survey to obtain the views of the community.
It was noted that the Southwestern Wisconsin Regional Planning Commission (SWWRPC) will be providing technical assistance with the review process.  Larry Ward and Todd Johnson provided a summary description of the typical planning process used for creating or revising comprehensive plans.  There was a discussion of the role that they will play in the process and the relationship between the City and Town during this process.  The impact of the University on the community, and the importance of having UWP included in the update process were discussed.
SWWRPC will review the survey that was conducted as part of the current Grant County planning project to determine if the information from City of Platteville and Town of Platteville residents can be disaggregated and viewed separately.  This information will be brought to the July 23 meeting.  The Town will gather the survey data that was conducted of Township residents during the 2003 planning process and provide it at the next meeting.  The committee will review this information and further consider the need for a survey.  
The committee wanted to include the information from the My Community-My Vision process when developing the plan update.  The committee members requested examples and information on comprehensive plans for other communities, particularly similar sized cities (small, rural) that have a college or university, and/or that are a similar size.  The committee also discussed the need to have updated data and maps.
Organization for Future Meetings

Barb Daus was elected as Chair for the Steering Committee, and Dale Hood was elected as Vice Chair.
The consensus of the committee was to have microphones to help with the sound at the meetings, and to record and possibly televise future meetings.  All information related to the process will be included on the City web site, and when possible, the information will be distributed via email.
The agenda for the July 23 meeting will include a review and discussion of:

· Information available from county-wide survey conducted in 2007

· Information available from Town of Platteville survey conducted in 2001-2003

· Pertinent points from similarly sized and similar demographic communities comprehensive plans

· My Community~My Vision process and priorities

· Updates to tables and maps found in the adopted Comprehensive Plan
