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The Comprehensive Plan Update Process:

1. 
Survey results will inform the revision of the Vision Statement and Elements.

2. 
Each Element will be revised by a sub-committee.

3. 
Sub-committee chairs will revise the Vision Statement and Implementation Element.

4. 
Each sub-committee will report their recommendations to the Steering Committee (target date of September 9th).
5. 
Once the recommendations have been made, SWWRPC will generate a draft for review by the Steering Committee (target date of October 14th).
6. 
Agenda for October 14th meeting should include, “Consider a resolution to recommend amendments to the City of Platteville Comprehensive Plan to the City of Platteville Council.”  Steering Committee makes final changes to the draft and passes a resolution to recommend the amended plan for adoption.

7. 
SWWRPC generates a public review draft and distributes it to the required list of recipients.

8. 
City and Town provides notice of public hearing (minimum of 30 days).

9. 
Public hearing.

10. 
Agenda for next City Council meeting should include “Review the amended City of Platteville Comprehensive Plan; consider modifications, and adoption – Possible Action”. Council adopts the amended plan.

Next Steps


SWWRPC will prepare a report and a website that explains the results of the community survey and make it available before the July 8th meeting.


SWWRPC will prepare a sub-committee workbook for each chapter and bring it to the July 8th meeting.

SWWRPC will assist in the preparation of meeting materials, public review drafts, and adopted plans.


The Town of Platteville will be notified as to the process of the plan update.


Sub-committee chairs will be determined.


A list of potential stakeholders will be generated for the July 8th meeting.

Sub-Committee Expectations

The Steering Committee will be broken up into several sub-committees that will review each of the Elements of the comprehensive plan based on the survey report and other surveys. Each subcommittee will:


Invite relevant stakeholders to participate in the reviewing process.


Review the goals, objectives, text, maps, and policies of their respected Element to determine whether or not it supports the Vision Statement.


Develop new language, if needed, to update the Element.


Develop new policies along with the necessary attributes to execute the policy.


Report their recommendations at the September 9th meeting.
