MINUTES:  

April 13, 2010 – The Commission questioned the language in the minutes summarizing the letter from the State Historical Society.  Carroll suggesting eliminating that language and including in the minutes a reference that the letter was received, and then attaching the letter to the minutes.  Motion by Stephens to approve the minutes as amended. Second by Propst.  Motion approved.

CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS

75 N. Bonson Street (HP10-05): Municipal Building

The City would like to tuckpoint the municipal building using a tooled concave joint, which would be a change from the existing deep raked joint.  Kilian provided a summary of a meeting held on April 19th related to the discussion of the project with Jeff Morton and John Gronen.  Brad Frey provided two handouts regarding standards for tuckpointing procedures; from ASTM and TrowelTrades.com.  There was a discussion regarding the composition of the mortar and the cleaning procedures that will be used.  The Commission then looked at the exterior of the building and examined the existing mortar joints, the areas that have been cleaned, and the mortar samples that have been completed by the contractor.  There was also a discussion regarding the specifications that were used for bidding the project.  The Commission is concerned that the specifications related to prepping the joints are not adequate.  The existing joints are about 3/8” wide and 3/8” deep.  Carroll will send to the members before the next meeting the Technical Brief from the National Park Service related to mortar joints on historic buildings.  The Commission should review this information and the information provided by Brad Frey before the next meeting.

Motion by Prohaska to table the request until the next meeting to allow time to review the information.  Second by MacDowell.  Motion approved.
