CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS

 110 W. Main Street/185 W. Irving Street – Crazy Cash Consignment
The applicant would like to replace some boarded-up openings on the building: the transom windows above the storefront along Main Street, a window along Court Street, and install a new storefront along Court Street with entrance door.  The openings will be filled with glass, smoked glass and aluminum framing.  The aluminum will be a dark bronze color, and the smoked glass will be used along the top to hide mechanicals inside.

Motion by Propst to approve the project as presented.  Second by Siss.  Motion approved.

The applicant would like to install a new projecting sign and metal bracket at the front of the building along Main Street to direct customers to the business.  
Motion by Stephens to approve the requested sign.  Second by Propst.  Motion approved.
