This location would free up space inside the building where the equipment is currently located, to allow for future use of this space for business purposes.  .

105/115 E. Main Street (HP09-06): 
The applicant would like to install a projecting sign at the front of the building to replace the existing Christian Community Center sign.  The sign would be a 1’x3’ double-faced aluminum sign, which would be the same size and use the same bracket as the existing sign.  The commission discussed the existing sign, including how long it has been there, and how it received approval.  The commission questioned the color of the proposed sign, since the information submitted was a black & white copy.  The applicant was not available to answer questions regarding the sign.  The commission members didn’t like the bright blue color of the existing sign, and wanted to make sure the new sign was more appropriate.

Motion by Sommerfeld to approve the sign with the condition that the sign colors are earth tones.  Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.
