MINUTES:  

March 24, 2009 - Motion by Trendt to approve the minutes as presented, Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.

CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS

96 E. Main Street (HP09-02): Juanita’s Kitchen
The applicant would like to replace the sign face for the projecting sign to recognize the new restaurant.  The sign body would be the same.
Motion by Prohaska, Second by Trendt to approve the sign as presented.  Motion approved.

35 W. Main Street (HP09-03): Wine Down on Main
The applicant would like to install a fence at the rear of the building to enclose an outdoor wine tasting area.  The fence would be a wood, dog-eared fence, 6’ tall.  A gate would be included to provide access.  No photos or documentation was included regarding the fence.  The commission would like to have additional information regarding the fence before action is taken.

The applicant would also like to install new window signage at the front of the building, as shown in the application materials.

Motion by Siss to approve the window signs as presented.  Second by Trendt.  Motion approved.

25 W. Main Street (HP09-04): Momentum Bikes
The applicant would like to remove the awning and paneling at the front of the building to expose the original transom windows and facade.  The façade would be patched, repaired and painted as needed.  The applicant would also like to remove the metal stairs at the rear of the building and replace with a new 10’ x 16’ wood deck and stairs.  The stairs would be built similar to the stairs on the property at 35 W. Main, which the Commission previously approved.  
Motion by Prohaska to approve the request as presented.  Second by Trendt.  Motion approved.

EXPO 2009
The commission discussed the Expo.  Estimated attendance was 150 to 200 persons.  The preliminary financial information was discussed, but a few items need to be finalized before the final information is ready.  
SIGNAGE – HISTORIC DISTRICTS

Prohaska discussed some information he gathered regarding plaques that can be obtained by individuals that have historic properties.  The Historic Trust has funds available for State/National designated properties to assist with the cost of the sign.  The standard sign would be $60, and would be 8” x 11” cast brass.  
STATE MEETINGS

The commission members discussed the upcoming historic preservation meeting in Madison on May 29th and 30th. Siss, Prohaska and Kilian indicated a desire to attend.  Each member will complete the application materials individually, and carpooling will be discussed alter.
PROPOSED FIRE DEPARTMENT PROJECT

The commission discussed the proposed project to build a new Fire Department building at the northeast corner of Main and Water.  There was a general discussion regarding the historic value of these buildings.  Carroll presented the information that was available based on the previous surveys.  The commission discussed a desire to tour the buildings.  The project is several years from construction, if that is the chosen location, so there is no immediate threat to the buildings.  There was also a suggestion to obtain some additional input from an architect or other individuals that have knowledge of historic buildings.  Prohaska will do some additional research.
