DESIGN APPROVAL – POLICE STATION
The Commission discussed the design for the proposed police building.  Kilian handed out a list of questions related to the design of the building that the Commission wanted answered by the project manager and architect.  Brad Frey presented the drawings of the building and reviewed the building design.  Riniker asked about potential noise from the HVAC equipment.  Frey responded that the equipment will be on the roof and will be surrounded by a screen wall that will direct the noise up instead of out.  Prohaska asked about the scale of the building as it relates to the surrounding buildings. Frey responded that the building will be an appropriate scale compared to the surrounding buildings.  The Commission began reviewing some of the questions on the sheet provided by Kilian.  The general consensus of the Commission is that the building should follow the design standards for new buildings in historic district, primarily related to materials, scale of the building, and the proportion of the building and windows.
