CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS 
133 E. Main Street (HP09-13) Los Amigos Restaurant
The applicant would like to install a new projecting sign at the front of the building for the restaurant.  The sign would be 4’ x 4’ in size, internally lit, with red, green, and white colors.    

Motion by Propst to approve the request.  Second by Siss.  Motion approved.

45 N. Second Street (HP09-14) Holiday Bar
The applicant would like to install a new projecting sign at the front of the building.  The sign would be 4’ x 5’ in size, internally lit, with red, green, black and white colors.    The commission has some concerns about the term “booze” used on the sign, and had questions about the bracket and mounting methods that will be used.  The applicant was not present to discuss the request or answer questions.  

Motion by Siss to table the request.  Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.
REVIEW COLORS

The commission had a discussion regarding whether or not they should be reviewing paint colors. The current policy is not to review. Prohaska would prefer the commission limit the colors to historic paint charts that they would approve, and any other requests would require individual approval.  Siss indicated her opposition to reviewing paint colors.  No consensus was reached, so no action was taken to change the policy.
