SMITH PARK

No additional information was presented by the citizens that raised the issue.  Krystal Prohaska is gathering additional information that will be presented to the Commission at a future meeting.  Cindy Robles discussed her concerns if the park is designated.  She is concerned that having the park designated will cause delays and problems for future park improvements, such as installation of playground equipment or maintenance of the shelters.  Sommerfeld replied that the Commission is responding to a request made by several citizens, and they have the duty to investigate the matter.  The Commission discussed the need to have more information before any decision is made.  There was a discussion regarding keeping the item on the agenda, or waiting until more information is presented before it is placed back on the agenda.  Propst motioned to keep the item on the next agenda.  Second by Sommerfeld.  Motion approved.
HISTORIC DISTRICT SIGNAGE
Kilian presented an idea to place historic district signs on the street sign poles, above the existing signage.  The Commission discussed the appropriate color and size of the signs.  General consensus was to use brown signs and include the full name of the district, i.e. “Division Street Historic District”.
CITY HALL PROJECT

The City Hall building requires maintenance work on the exterior of the building, including tuckpointing & masonry repair, repair of the front steps and railings, installation of a dumpster enclosure and repair to side steps.  The work needs to go out for bid soon in order to have the project completed this summer, so a request has been made to have a special meeting to discuss the items.  Propst made a motion to hold a special meeting on July 1st, and if that date doesn’t work, then hold the meeting on July 2nd.  Second by Sommerfeld.  Motion approved.  Staff will check for information from other work on the building and verify attendance at meeting.
