MINUTES:  

November 6, 2009 – Motion by Propst, Second by Prohaska to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved.

November 10, 2009 – Motion by Propst, Second by Prohaska to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved.

REVIEW COLORS
The commission discussed the issue of whether or not to approve colors in the district, particularly paint colors.  Different options were considered, including approving all colors, allowing colors from historic color charts without approval, or keeping the current policy of not reviewing colors.  Cheryl MacDowell indicated that the Main Street program would like to have a policy that required the use of historic colors in the downtown area.

Prohaska motioned to have approved historic color charts applied to the Main Street Commercial Historic District and allow Staff approval, but other colors would be approved by the Commission.  Motion failed due to the lack of a second.

Additional discussion took place regarding pros and cons of different options.

Propst motioned to adopt a policy that requires buildings within the Main Street Commercial Historic District are pre-approved if the colors are from approved charts, and other colors must be approved by the Commission.  Motion failed due to the lack of a second.

Propst motioned to adopt a policy that requires all properties within the Main Street Commercial Historic District to use approved historic color palette for painting exterior surfaces, or receive Historic Preservation Commission approval.  Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.
Propst motioned to adopt a policy that requires locally designated historic properties (outside of the Main Street Commercial District) that wish to change exterior colors must get Historic Preservation Commission approval, unless using approved historic color charts.  Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.

MAINTENANCE POLICY

Commission members will review the policy for discussion at the next meeting.  No action taken.

FIRE DEPARTMENT SITE

Prohaska has collected some information and will present to the Commission for discussion.

SIGNAGE

Prohaska provided a sample of a historic marker sign.  The cost is $47.99 plus $7.00 shipping, but is less if purchased in bulk.  The National Trust has money available in the form of grants to share in the cost of the signs.  Prohaska would like to write a letter to the property owners to determine the interest in obtaining the signage.  The Commission will review the letter at the next meeting.
Kilian informed the Commission that the funding request for district signs above the street signs was not approved.
