MINUTES:  

August 25, 2009 – Motion by Prohaska, Second by Stephens to approve the minutes with the condition that the minutes be amended to mention that Sun Roofing was provided a copy of the historic survey.  Motion approved.

PROPOSED POLICE BUILDING

Brad Frey, Project Manager, presented information on the proposed Police Department building.  The commission reviewed and discussed the building design, appearance, materials, site design and landscaping.  The building will be constructed of tan brick (similar to City Hall), zinc-colored panels and bronze aluminum window frames.  The estimated cost of the project will be $3 to $3.5 million.  Siss thought the City should have more “green” features in the building, such as improved on-site stormwater management and alternative energy systems.  She thinks the City should lead by example on those types of building issues.  Mr. Frey mentioned that the building will be constructed to LEED standards, but will not be certified.  The building will be extremely energy efficient, but will not include alternative energy systems.  There will be a rain garden on site to accommodate some of the stormwater.
MUNICIPAL BUILDING

Dave Berner informed the Commission that Staff will be recommending to the council that they reject the one bid that was received for the Municipal Building project.  The bid came in over budget so Staff will be looking at other options and modifying the scope of the project.  The focus will be on repairing the roof and dealing with other water problems.  Brad Frey will be helping with the process.  Additional information will be presented to the Commission when details are available.  
CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS 
110 W. Main Street
The applicant was not present to discuss the project, but the request is to install a black metal mailbox on the left front door, which faces Main Street.  The Commission discussed some concerns with the request, the change to the building appearance, the style of the mailbox, potential for vandalism, and the damage to the door.
