MINUTES:  

May 26, 2009 - Motion by Sommerfeld to approve the minutes as presented, Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.

CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS 
175 W. Main Street (HP09-07): 
The applicant would like to redesign the front entrance to the Perfect Pint so the door doesn’t swing into the post on the corner.  They have talked to the carpenter on the project and think they may be able to change the direction the door swings to improve the situation.  They will wait and see how that works before they request permission to do anything else.  
The applicant is also requesting approval to relocate one of the projecting signs from the old building to the new building on the Chestnut Street façade.  This is a projecting sign that would be installed at the southwest corner of the two-story portion of the building.  
Motion by Sommerfeld to approve the sign as presented.  Second by Prohaska.  Motion approved.

HISTORIC DISTRICT SIGNAGE
Prohaska presented information he gathered regarding the options for plaques that could be installed on historic buildings, and signs for historic districts.  Grant funds are available to cover part of the costs.  Staff would need to verify compliance with the City regulations.   The Commission discussed the issues with the costs, the grant application, uniformity with the signs, etc.  The Commission would like more information on the costs of the signs and, if possible, would like to see an actual sample of the plaques and signs.

Krystal Prohaska is gathering additional information that will be presented to the Commission at a future meeting.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT PROJECT

James Hibbard is collecting information on the buildings.  Prohaska will get this information and provide to the Commission.
OTHER BUSINESS

There was a discussion regarding the need to get the Commission members adequate information so they can make informed decisions and maintain consistency with the rules.  The Commission would like to have a binder created for the members that would include the Chapter 27 ordinance, the historic preservation standards, design guidelines, rehabilitation policy and historic survey. Staff could also include other relevant information.  This binder would be provided to all members and pass from one member to another at the end of their terms.  Prohaska made motion to approve the creation of this binder.  Second by Sommerfeld.  Motion approved.
