Monday, December 6, 2010

The joint meeting of the Plan Commission/Historic Preservation Commission/Redevelopment Authority (RDA) was called to order by Plan Commission Chairperson Mike Dalecki at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building.

DOWNTOWN REVITALIZATION PLAN:
The Plan Commission, the Historic Preservation Commission, and the Redevelopment Authority (RDA) met as a group to discuss the November 5, 2010 draft of the Downtown Revitalization Plan. Jason Valerius from MSA Professional Services, Inc., explained that his company and AECOM had been working with the RDA since May in developing this plan.  The City has experienced a period of expansion and economic growth over the past few years, most visibly the significant retail space at the east edge of the City.  The City has strived to maintain its historic downtown area, which is listed on the National Register of Historic Places and is part of the National Main Streets Program, but the effort to attract investment and keep storefronts full is an ongoing struggle.   This planning draft is intended to function as a guide to help City officials and economic development professionals attract and direct investment in Downtown Platteville in ways that support the long-term viability and sustainability of the downtown economy.  Valerius distributed a handout summarizing comments received and edits recommended to the November 5 draft.  Discussion was held regarding the edits and the consensus was to incorporate the revisions into the final draft.   

Motion by Berner, second by Daus to incorporate the revisions discussed in the final draft of the Downtown Revitalization Plan and present it to the Common Council at the December 14, 2010 meeting.  Motion carried on a voice vote.  

ADJOURNMENT: 

Motion by Becker, second by Daus to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously on voice vote.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:28 p.m.
