MINUTES:  

March 9, 2010 – Motion by Siss to approve the minutes. Second by MacDowell.  Motion approved.

CERTIFICATE OF APPROPRIATENESS

70 W. Main Street (HP10-04): Cuttin’ Up
The applicant would like to install a new air conditioner condenser on the Bonson Street façade of the building. The condenser would be installed on the wall underneath the fire escape closest to Main Street approximately 30 feet from the front corner of the building and 10 feet above the sidewalk.  The condenser would be the same size as the existing one located on the same side of the building, which is 36” x 30” x 14” deep.  Both units would serve the salon.  The drain tube for the condenser would go back into the building and connect with an internal drain.
Motion by Siss to approve the request for the air conditioner unit as requested.  Second by Trendt.  Motion approved.
The applicant also requested approval to paint the front trim around the storefront a brick-red color to replace the black trim.

Motion by Siss to approve the request for painting.  This item was not on the application or agenda, so no second was provided.  Motion failed.

75 N. Bonson Street (HP10-05): Municipal Building

The City would like to tuckpoint the municipal building using a tooled concave joint, which would be a change from the existing deep raked joint.  The bids that were submitted indicate that completing the project with a raked joint would cost $270,000 more than with a tooled joint.  The proposed tooled joint bid is within the budget for the project, the raked joint cost is not.  The tooled joint is better at sealing out water and would be a better option for long-term maintenance of the building.  This project has been submitted to the State Historical Society for comment, but no formal response has been received yet.  After discussion, the consensus of the Commission is to wait on a decision until another attempt is made to get a response from the State Historical Society.

Motion by Siss to table until the next meeting.  Second by MacDowell.  Motion approved.
